irst Reading:   Isaiah 50:4-7   Our first 
reading comes from the second part of the book 

of Isaiah, which was written during the exile of the 
Jewish people in Babylon.  The prophet urges those 
who are suffering at the hands of the Babylonians to 
remain faithful to the God of the Covenant.  The 
passage reminds us Christians of Jesus, who also 
remained faithful despite his own ordeal and 
suffering.  
     

S econd Reading:  Philippians 2:6-11  The 
following reading is an early Christian hymn 

found in one of Paul’s letters.  The song praises 
Jesus for being supremely faithful to God, and 
praises God for exalting the faithful Jesus to lordship. 
 

G ospel:  Luke 22:14—23:56  Today’s Gospel 
is the passion narrative from the Gospel of Luke.  

Called Palm or Passion Sunday, it is the first day of 
Holy Week.  Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and the 
Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday are called the Triduum, 
three days that are the highlight of the Church year.  
There are two Gospels proclaimed at today’s Mass.  
The first Gospel, proclaimed before the procession 
with palms, tells of Jesus’ triumphant entrance into 
Jerusalem.  Riding on a borrowed colt, Jesus was 
hailed by the crowds as they shouted blessings and 
praise to God.  This event is reported in each of the 
four Gospels. 
 Luke’s Gospel is the only one to report the 
exchange between Jesus and the Pharisees as 
Jesus enters Jerusalem.  Jesus’ response shows that 
this event, and those yet to come, are part of a divine 
plan. We hear this echoed again in Luke’s description 
of the Last Supper when Jesus speaks of Judas’ 
betrayal, saying that the Son of Man “goes as has 
been determined.”

PASSION SUNDAY 

 
Do not stay far from me, for 

trouble is near; and there is no one to help (Ps. 22:12) 
 
 We begin Holy Week and we recall Jesus’ 
suffering and crucifixion with dramatic passion.  The 
psalm used today, is one of many laments used in our 
liturgies this week.  These laments always begin with 
a cry to God in agony and a sense of abandonment.  
The laments are prayers because they are desperate 
pleas to God, asking for the suffering to come to an 
end.  These laments end with a profound expression 
of praise to God.  Consider the text of Psalm 22, 
today’s responsorial psalm. ( Too lengthy to quote in 
toto here, find it in your Bible and take a look.)  
 
My God, my God, why have you forsaken me, 
far from my prayer, from the words of my cry?   
O my God, I cry out by day, and you answer not;  
by night, and there is no relief for me. 
Yet you are enthroned in the holy place,  
O glory of Israel! 
In you our fathers trusted; they trusted and you 
delivered them 
To you they cried, and they escaped; in you they 
trusted, and they were not put to shame. 
But I am a worm, not a man: 
the scorn of men, despised by the people 
All who see me scoff at me; 
they mock me with parted lips, 
they wag their heads; 
“He relied on the Lord; let him deliver him, 
let him rescue him, if he loves him. 
You have been my guide since I was first formed, my 
security at my mother’s breast. 
To you I was committed at birth, from my mother’s 
womb you are my God. (Psalm 22:1-11) 
 
 As we enter this Holy Week we offer our 
prayers, our laments and tears to the Lord and unite 
our trials with His Passion always with our broken 
hearts yearning for the peace that comes from faith in 
Jesus’ Resurrection and the glory of eternal life with 
God.

Children:  How do I know that Jesus forgives my sins? 
A Family Perspective:  During this week, your family 
might display a crucifix in a prominent place as a 
reminder of salvation Christ won for us. This can also 
serve as the focal point for family prayer during Holy 
Week.  Because of the length and complexity of the 
passion narrative, it is difficult for children to remain 
attentive when it is proclaimed in its entirety. Families 
can make it a tradition to read a portion of this 
Sunday's Gospel each day of Holy Week, providing 
ample opportunity for children to ask questions and 
respond to the events described there. In this way, the 
entire week can become a “way of the cross.” 
 
RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of these 
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s 
Word this week. 
In the home:  Place a cross in a new and prominent 
place.  Let it be a special point of focus during this 
week. 
In the workplace or in school:  When negative 
attitudes surface, especially about others, do what you 
can to foster a spirit of compassion and forgiveness.
