One of the themes of the Gospel of John is 

that believers must have a personal, intimate 
relationship with Jesus.  This is conveyed by the 
images of a shepherd and his sheep in today’s 
reading.�

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 The Good Shepherd 
 

I am the good shepherd: the good 
shepherd is one who lays down his life for 

his sheep. (John 10:11) 
 

 The Fourth Sunday of Easter is often called 
Good Shepherd Sunday because we always have a 
passage from John 10 in which our Lord reveals that He 
is the Good Shepherd, come to lay down his life for us in 
order to lead us home to our Heavenly Father.  Here is a 
reflection I hope you will enjoy. 
 

 There is a story about an American tourist 
who was traveling in the Mid East. He came upon 
several shepherds whose flocks had intermingled 
while drinking water from a brook. After an 
exchange of greetings, one of the shepherds 
turned toward the sheep and called out, "Manah. 
Manah. Manah." (Manah means "follow me" in 
Arabic.) Immediately his sheep separated 
themselves from the rest and followed him.  
 Then one of the two remaining shepherds 
called out, "Manah. Manah." and his sheep left the 
common flock to follow him. The traveler then said 
to the third shepherd, "I would like to try that. Let 
me put on your cloak and turban and see if I can 
get the rest of the sheep to follow me."  
 The shepherd smiled knowingly as the 
traveler wrapped himself in the cloak, put the 
turban on his head and called out, "Manah. 
Manah." The sheep did not respond to the 
stranger's voice. Not one of them moved toward 
him. "Will the sheep ever follow someone other 
t h a n  y o u ? "  T h e  t r a v e l e r  a s k e d .  
“Oh yes,” the shepherd replied, "sometimes a 
sheep gets sick, and then it will follow anyone."  
 We have seen it, haven't we? People, young 
and old, who are "sick." Battered by the storms of 
life and distracted by voices urging them to go this 
way and that, they have lost their bearings and 
they don't know where they are or where they are 
going. That can be more than a little frightening; it 
leads to despair, to hopelessness. And when 
someone is "sick" they will follow anyone who will 
promise some sort of healing, a moment of 
happiness, a brief feeling of peace or 
forgetfulness, a sense that they are someone.  
 But the call of Jesus the Good Shepherd is, "I 
am the Way, the Truth, and the Life." There is no 
better way, no greater truth, no happier life. Our 
Lord reaches out to us in love that we might follow 
him.(Connections)

Adults: Do I get distracted by the voices of false 
shepherds?  What helps me focus more on the voice 
of the Good Shepherd? 
Children:  How do I know that Jesus, the Good 
Shepherd, is protecting and guiding me?  When do I 
feel his love and care the most? 
A Family Perspective:  Not only can we recognize 
family members' voices, we can also read the tone of 
their voices and know something about how they are 
feeling. In our relationship with Jesus, we know Jesus' 
voice and are called to follow. Jesus doesn't just bring 
us closer to the Father, Jesus puts us directly into 
contact with God the Father, removing all distance 
between us. In the Gospel of John, Jesus identifies so 
closely with the Father that he tells us that they are 
one—not just close, but actually one. Knowing Jesus 
means knowing the Father.  Read with your family 
today's Gospel, John 10:27-30. Ask your family 
members to talk about some ways that Jesus brings 
them closer to God and closer to one another. 
 

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of these 
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s 
Word this week. 
In the home:  Discuss how your family can act like a 
good shepherd to others. 
In the workplace or in school:  Approach someone 
who seems to have lost their way and listen to their 
story.
