one another. This is how all will
know that you are my disciples, if you have
love for one another.” (John 13:31-35)

Today’'s Gospel is from John’'s account of the Last
Supper. As Jesus is preparing to depart from them in
order to achieve our salvation by his death and
resurrection, he instructs them and consoles them.
We are to love one another as he loves us. If we do
this, then people will know we are his disciples, his
friends. If there is no love in us, people will not
encounter Christ. Here is a brief reflection about this
passage | hope you will enjoy.

An ethics professor at Princeton Seminary asked
for volunteers for an extra assignment. Fifteen
students showed up. He divided the group of
fifteen into three groups of five each. He
instructed the first group of five to proceed
immediately across the campus to a certain spot;
if they didn’t get there in fifteen minutes, their
grade would be affected. A minute or two later he
instructed the second group to proceed across
the campus to the same spot; but they were
given forty-five minutes to get there. After they
left he instructed the last group to go across the
campus to that spot too; but they were given
three hours for the trip.

Now, unknown to any of these students, the
teacher had arranged with three students from
the Drama Department to meet them along the
way, acting as people in great need: the first one
they met covered his head with his hands and
moaned out loud as though in great pain; the
second, a little bit further along the way, was on
some steps lying face down as if unconscious;
the third, on the very steps of the destination,
acted out an epileptic seizure. You know what the
ethics professor discovered? Not one of the first
group stopped, two of the second group stopped,
and all five of the third group stopped. What the
experiment tells us is that when we are too busy,
with tight schedules and impossible deadlines,
there is no time for love.

So, what's your schedule like today? If we're
too busy to love, then we’ re too busy.
