CONVERSION

Retired Archbishop Rembert Weakland, of
Milwaukee Wisconsin, claims that, just like the
religious leaders of Jesus’ day, some of our leaders
are also weak in proclaiming God'’s love. He says,
“l am sick and tired of perfectionism.” He adds that
true witness is full of compassion. “We withess
because we want to try to help broken people.”
This compassionate withess is contradicted by
those who would “get rid of the divorced, the gays
and everybody else who gives us problems.” If we
share such self-righteous attitudes, we may need
to ask: “Has Jesus really changed our minds?”

We not only talk the Way. We walk the Way. We
not only speak the Truth. We do the Truth. We
learn about Jesus by following him. The Hebrew
word for “word” is dabar, better translated as word-
deed. To believe God’s Word is to do God’s Word.
God’s loves comes first. The initiative is always
with God. But God’s love makes our love possible.
A second sign of conversion for new and old
members is that we are praying and living better.

Catholic Christians believe we learn about Christ by
following him where he lives today — in a
community of faith. We believe in “Christ among
us” more in people than in books. We follow Christ
by experiencing him in sick people who pray,
married people who communicate, alienated
people who reconcile, broken people who work for
justice. We ourselves are born again and again;
we die/rise again and again in our life of prayer and
living out justice. This does not mean we are
sinless. It does mean that, after we believe in the
power of God’'s love and let it transform us, we
become better lovers—in prayer and action in the
community.

ABRAHAM — CALLED BY THE SPIRIT

Most of us learn the Bible in snippets — very small
units: books or parts of books. What we fail to see
in this approach is that the "Bible houses a
continuous story. It is an account of Yahweh with
the human community, especially through the
history of the people of Israel." (Friedman) An
examination of the reality of covenant is one way to
get in touch with the continuous story.

The Holy Spirit is present and active at all times in
all places." (The Spirit's) presence and activity are
universal, limited neither by space nor time . . . The
Spirit is at work in the heart of every person and is
to be found in human initiatives — including
religious ones — and in humankind's efforts to attain
truth, goodness and God himself." Pope John Paul
Il, Redemptoris Missio

God calls Abraham to leave his native place (most
likely modern day Iraq). Abraham agrees and God
credits this to him as goodness. Abraham is head
of a huge clan and is a very wealthy man. God
promises Abraham descendants as numerous as
the sands on the seashore (he has no children), a
name that will be a blessing, and a land of his own.
Signs of the covenant are circumcision and the
binding of Isaac. God does not allow Abraham to
sacrifice his own son, but circumcision becomes
incumbent upon all Abraham's male kin and
servants.

Following the Biblical history we see the
development. The first humans are individuals.
Noah has a family and Abraham a huge amount of
kin. The theme of journey proceeds through the
whole account of Abraham. It is geographic . Itis a
process of psychological and spiritual maturation
and a deepening devotion to God.

Our own lives have their maturations. We grow
into and out of even our religious ideas. Knowing
that the Holy Spirit acts in the lives of everyone, our
entertained prejudices become temptations.

MORE NEWS FROM SAINT PAUL

PAUL’'S DEEP LOVE
Although Paul never saw Christ during his public
ministry, his contemplation of the Lord’s words and
actions as recounted to him by the other apostles
and disciples wrought in him a deep love of the
Lord that pervades his writings: “For the love of
Christ impels us” (2 Cor 5:14); “For to me life is
Christ, and death is gain...l long to depart this life
and be with Christ” (Phil 1:21,23). This hallmark of
Paul's thought bears witness to the first of the two
great commandments of Christ, that we should love
the Lord with all our hearts, with all our souls, with
all our minds, and with all our strength (see Mk
12:29-30). There has been an unfortunate
tendency in recent times to emphasize the second
great commandment, the love of neighbor (see Mk
12:31), to the point of virtually excluding the first.
Paul's life and words attests that genuine love of
neighbor draws its inspiration from the depth of our
love for God.
