irst Reading — Exodus 24: 3-8

All of today's Scripture readings are
concerned with the idea of “covenant” — the
bonding of a community of people to God. The
first reading from the book of Exodus describes
the ceremony at Mount Sinai that formally
bonds God and the people of Isreal for all
eternity. In the Hebrew culture, blood was
understood to be the liquid essence of life. By
sprinkling blood upon the altar, which
represents God, and then upon the people,
Moses ritually links God and Israel in a
perpetual sharing of life.

econd Reading — Hebrews 9: 11-15

In the second reading, an unknown Christian
writer reflects on how the death of Jesus
echoes the Sinai covenant. Jesus’ blood brings
about an intensified and renewed bonding with
the eternal life of God.

ospel — Mark 14: 12-16, 22-26

In the following excerpt from Mark’'s Last
Supper account, Jesus speaks of his body and
blood as a sacrifice that will bring about the
reign of God. The covenant in the blood of
Christ binds the Church and God together.
Therefore, when we partake of the Lord’s
Supper today, our communion or bond with
God in Christ is renewed.

INCLUSIVENESS

Jesus’ behavior toward women, even viewed through
the androcentric (male oriented) lens of the Gospel
texts, is remarkable: “After he journeyed through
towns and villages preaching and proclaiming the
Good News of the Kingdom of God. The Twelve
accompanied him, and also some women...Mary his
mother, Mary call the Magdalene...Joanna, the wife
of Herod'’s steward Chuza, Susanna, and many other
women who were assisting them out of their means”
(Lk. 8:1-5). That Jesus welcomed female disciples
was highly unusual since women normally didn’t
speak to men in public, much less travel around the
countryside with them. Women were not named in
ancient texts unless they had social prominence. The
implication in this text is that women underwrote the
Galilean mission of Jesus.

It is significant to note well that Mary Magdalene
holds an absolutely pivotal role in God’s plan for the
unfolding of our Salvation History. It was not one of
the Twelve male disciples who first discovers and
reveals Christ's Resurrection, but rather one of his
female disciples. There can be no doubt that God
sees no barrier to women “functioning” in the most
foundational and elemental ways in being the bearers
of God’s real and Sacramental presence to our world.
God chose a women to announce and effect his
Incarnation. God chose a women to reveal his
Resurrection.

By the way, Mary Magdalene is frequently identified
without any reason with the woman who was a sinner
in the city and threatened with stoning (Jn. 8ff) and
who came to weep at Jesus’ feet during the banquet
offered by Simon (Lk. 7:36-50). But in fact, Mary
Magdalene is the woman tormented by demons, and
whose faith in, and love of Jesus enables her to have
them expelled (Lk. 8ff).

Throughout the Gospels, we see Jesus challenge
deep-seated patriarchal assumptions. In the story of
Martha and Mary, Mary takes a place at Jesus’ feet,
the place traditionally taken by male Rabbinical
students. Martha, (as often happens even today
among women when the rules of patriarchy are
challenged), protests. But Jesus praises Mary’s thirst
to learn more about God: “It is Mary who has chosen
the better part; it will not be taken from her” (Lk.
10:38-42).

MORE NEWS FROM SAINT PAUL
THE CHURCH AS
THE BODY OF CHRIST

Abraham Lincoln loved the Bible. He
read it throughout his life and quoted it
often. Lincoln was a firm believer in
Jesus. But he had little use for the church. Many
people today have the same attitude. They believe
that they should have a relationship with Jesus but
think that they would be hampered by belonging to a
church. This in not what we find when we read what
St. Paul and early Christian writers wrote about the
Church. Early Christians could not think about Jesus
except in terms of their relationship with the Church.

The word church means the convocation of all those
who are gathered together in assembly to form the
People of God. The Church has been called into
being by God who dwells within it, rules over it, and
directs it. Paul describes the Church by calling it the
Body of Christ.
As a body is one though it has many parts, and all
the parts, of the body, though many, are one body,
so also Christ, (1 Corinthians 12:12)
As the Body of Christ, members are bound together in
a communion of life and virtue over which Christ
rules. Through the Church a new creation emerges,
a new humanity in Christ. ~Loyola Press

HOW DO CHILDREN LEARN THEOLOGY?

This question is one that catechists continually
debate. There have been many suggestions over the
years: memorization, life experience, liturgy,
storytelling, participation in a faith community,
discussion, the witness of other faithful Christians,
etc. The one thing that most catechists can agree on,
though, is an educational and psychological reality:
children under the age of thirteen are not capable of
abstract intellectual thought. Children cannot “do”
theology in a way that adults “do” theology. They
cannot reason about doctrine. They can learn
theological points, certainly, but they cannot discuss
their meaning.

The faith formation of children must be focused
around what has been the center of faith formation for
countless generations: worship. The Mass is the key
way in which the theology of our faith is passed from
one generation to another. Often catechists are
seeing children who regularly attend religious
education class but their attendance in class in not
connected to anything else in their lives and that's
because there is no worship. It is the familiar
repetition of prayer and hymn and ritual that nurtures
the soul and forms faith more powerfully than
anything else. We cannot merely teach children
“about” the Mass. In the end all faith formation
programs are inevitably supplements to the real
action of faith: worship.
