INCLUSIVENESS 
 
 

As I mentioned last week, women’s equal call to 
discipleship with their brothers is most evident in 
the Resurrection accounts, for it is upon the 
testimony of women that the proclamation of the 
Resurrection depends.  All four Gospels show Mary 
(Jesus’ Mother), Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Mary 
(the Mother of James and Joses), Slaome and the 
other women disciples accompanying Jesus to his 
death, anointing and burying his body, viewing the 
empty tomb, and, finally, experiencing his Risen 
presence. 
 
That the message of the Resurrection was first 
given to women is regarded by biblical scholars as 
the strongest proof for the historical truth of the 
Resurrection accounts.  Had the revelation of 
Jesus’ Resurrection been reported by his male 
disciples, it would never have been believed nor 
accepted by the authorities and fledgling 
community.  It would have been written off as the 
fabrication of overzealous disciples.  The fact that 
only women witnesses were believable, in a 
society, which rejected them as legal witnesses, 
continued the radical approach to, and relationship 
with women initiated by Jesus himself in his 
ministry.  At first, the apostles did not believe the 
women’s message.  And still today, some refuse to 
hear the good news if it is proclaimed by women! 
Amazing?!!

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THE SAVING POWER OF 
GOD – CLOSE AT HAND: 
The saving power of God is 

always close at hand to us, even when we are 
unaware of it.  Sometimes it takes a critical 
moment in our lives to make us realize both that 
God is indeed with us and that he has the power to 
save us. 
Adults:  When has the Lord helped me break 
through fear and experience a new confidence in 
him? 
Children:  How does Jesus let me know that he is 
near me to help me and to guide me? 
A Family Perspective:  As you gather as a family, 
invite each family member to talk about something 
that might be worrying them. Talk about how 
important it is to share worries and concerns with 
other people. When we do this, we learn to see our 
worries from a different perspective. Why were the 
disciples worried about the storm? Why wasn't 
Jesus worried about the storm? When we bring our 
worries to Jesus in prayer, Jesus can help us see 
things from God's perspective. 
 

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of 
these suggestions or one of your own to respond to 
God’s word this week. 
In the home:  Invite family members to identify 
moments when they found themselves moving 
beyond the constraints of fear.  How did faith foster 
this process? 
In the workplace or in school:  Identify the little 
fears and anxieties that keep people from being 
themselves.  Imagine how the assurance of faith 
could make for a freer and more joyful environment 
at work or in school. 
In the community:  Spend some time with members 
of your local community to consider how political 
choices are often fear-driven.  Consider how faith 
would create a freer environment.

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MORE NEWS FROM SAINT PAUL 
PAUL AND 

THE UNITY OF THE CHURCH 
Paul's letters are filled with urgent 
pleas for unity among the Christians of 
the communities he served. We can 

imagine it was a special challenge for Paul to forge 
a sense of harmony and cohesion within these 
local churches.  
 
In most instances, Roman law forbade large 
assemblies that would have gathered all of the 
Christians of Corinth or Ephesus, for example. The 
Christians of these communities met in private 
homes or villas. Archaeologists who have 
measured the size of some of the ample villas in 
Corinth, for example, have concluded that at most 
thirty or forty people could have gathered for a 
meeting in such a setting. While small communities 
could encourage a sense of intimacy among the 
participants, these small groups could also fall into 
factionalism and lose vital contact with the wider 
Christian community. 
 
When Paul begins his first letter to the Corinthians, 
it is precisely this type of factionalism he laments: 
"For it has been reported to me about you that 
there are rivalries among you. I mean that each of 
you is saying, 'I belong to Paul,' or 'I belong to 
Apollos,' or 'I belong to Christ.' Is Christ divided? 
Was Paul crucified for you? Or were you baptized 
in the name of Paul?" (1 Corinthians 1:11-13). 
 
Beyond this there was the simple fact of human 
nature, so conflicts and divisions naturally arose. 
Paul is shocked that when the Christians gathered 
for the Lord's Supper in Corinth, some well-to-do 
members embarrassed poorer ones by bringing 
fancy food and drink while others had nothing (1 
Corinthians 11:17-34, "...I hear that when you meet 
as a church there are divisions among you?"). 
Even when addressing his beloved community at 
Philippi, Paul has to earnestly plead for unity 
among them: "If there is any encouragement in 
Christ, any solace in love, any participation in the 
Spirit, any compassion and mercy, complete my joy 
by being of the same mind, with the same love, 
united in heart, thinking one thing" (Philippians 2:1-
2). In this same letter, Paul also pleads that two 
prominent women in the community might put 
aside their conflict and reconcile: "I urge Euodia 
and I urge Syntyche to come to mutual 
understanding in the Lord" (Philippians 4:2). 

Paul's pleas for unity and harmony did not spring 
simply from the universal human desire to avoid 
conflicts and to have people work together in 
peace. For Paul the mutual respect and love that 
should characterize relationships within the 
Christian community sprung from the deepest 
wellsprings of Christian faith. From his own 
struggles to love others, the apostle knew that in 
order to reconcile with someone who has caused 
injury or to build trust and harmony in a community, 
one had to put aside one's own needs and interests 
to reach out in love and respect for the other. Paul 
found the most profound example of this in Christ's 
own self-transcending love. In the letter to the 
Philippians, for example, when urging the 
Christians to live in harmony and mutual love, Paul 
quotes an early Christian hymn that speaks of 
Christ's emptying himself of his divine status in 
order to give life to the world, an attitude that Paul 
calls on the Christians to imitate (see Philippians 
2:5-11).  
 
One of Paul's most eloquent and well-known 
exhortations to love and harmony is found in the 
famous "hymn to charity" in 1 Corinthians 13. Paul 
leads in to this overwhelmingly beautiful passage 
by first considering the variety of gifts and talents 
that the Spirit of God lavishes on the Christian 
community: gifts of knowledge, of wisdom, of 
healing, abilities to be apostles or administrators or 
teachers (see 1 Corinthians 12). But, he insists that 
all of these gifts of the Spirit are meant to work in 
harmony, as the parts of "one body" that is the 
Church. And all of these gifts, however impressive 
or important, are surpassed by the gift of love. It is 
here that Paul launches into his description of what 
he calls "a more excellent way." "Love," Paul 
begins, "is patient, love is kind. It is not jealous, it is 
not pompous, it is not inflated, it is not rude, it does 
not seek its own interest... Love bears all things, 
believes all things, hopes all things, endures all 
things. Love never fails." Paul concludes this praise 
of love with these memorable words: "So faith, 
hope, love remain, these three: but the greatest of 
these is love”. 
 
When Paul exquisitely describes the qualities of 
love he is also describing Jesus himself, who 
embodied God's love for the world, giving his life 
for us. This ultimately is the reason why 
communities built on faith in Christ should strive to 
live in love.

Thank you for your generous gift of $1,500 made to 
Africa Surgery, Inc. on May 29.    ASI recently sent six 
young people from Sierra Leone, West Africa to 
Ghana where they received emergency spinal 
surgery by a surgical team visiting from the 
Manhattan based Foundation of Orthopedics and 
Complex Spine.  The group, consisting of three boys 
whose spines were being dangerously deformed by a 
form of tuberculosis known as Potts Disease, which if 
left untreated, often ends in paralysis of the legs; two 
girls, ages 12 and 16, whose spines were twisting 
with advanced scoliosis had their spines straightened; 
and one boy who had fractured his spine by falling 
from a coconut tree, had his pain relieved and his 
ability to move normally restored.  All surgeries were 
successful. 
 

Your gift will help ASI to pay the $9,500 owed to 
the hospital for the six youngsters who are still 
recovering in Ghana.
