�  econd Reading : Galatians 6:14-18  
In this portion of his letter to the Church in 
Galatia, the apostle Paul reflects on how a 

new creation has resulted from the horrible tragedy 
of Jesus’ crucifixion. 
 

�� ospel :  Luke 10:1-12, 17-20  
Today’s portion of Luke’s Gospel recounts the 
sending forth of seventy-two disciples to 

proclaim the reign of God.  Even though passing 
“in the midst of wolves,” followers of Jesus are 
commissioned to bear witness to the values of the 
reign of God.  That reign will come forth even from 
the present turmoil. 
A key theme of today's Gospel and last Sunday's 
Gospel is discipleship—its challenges, its 
difficulties, and its rewards. Sharing in the mission 
of Jesus is difficult, but everyone is called to do it. 
Even for us today, the harvest is plentiful. We 
should pray to the master of the harvest to send 
out workers for his harvest.

   This weekend we celebrate Independence Day and recall 
in a very special way how our great nation was formed and  
our freedom was won.  We also honor all the women and 
men who have served in our military and defended our 
freedom ever since July 4th 1776.   The price of liberty is 
not free.  Here is a reflection I hope you will enjoy. 
 

  John Gagnon is a U.S. postal worker in Lewiston, 
Maine.  Not too long ago, John was travelling in 
Vietnam on vacation.  Looking for souvenirs in a 
small gift shop in Ho Chi Minh City, John saw, 
among the T-shirts and trinkets, a small basket of 
trinkets.  What he found rummaging through the 
basket made him stop in his tracks: amid the trinkets 
were 20 dog tags of American servicemen - ten of 
them in good enough condition to read.  These need 
to go back to America, he said to himself.  They 
don't belong in a trinket shop.  He bought the tags 
for $25.  "I couldn't get the money out of my pocket 
quickly enough."  

 

     And now John is on a mission to return the tags to 
the families of those servicemen.  So far he's found 
eight of the ten families: in Tennessee, Iowa, 
Arizona, and Florida.  A few weeks ago, he tracked 
down the family of Army Sgt. George Palermo in 
Plainfield, Massachusetts.  Palermo was killed in 
Vietnam in June 1969; he was 25.  After contacting 
the family, John drove three hours from his home in 
Maine to Massachusetts.  With roses and the tags in 
a small jewelry box, he presented the tags to 
Palermo's mother, aunt and niece.  Palermo's niece 
Debbi Smith, who was only a toddler when her uncle 
was killed, said, "This was important for us to have 
back in the family, and for [John] to understand that 
and bring that to us proves that he has a great 
heart."   With three tags left to identify and deliver, 
John says simply, "I'm doing this as a way of saying 
thank you." 

 

   Through His Death and Resurrection Jesus Christ has 
freed us from the chains of sin and death.   When we 
spread the Gospel and show people the loving face of 
Christ we express our gratitude to the Lord.

I thank you, my Love, my strength. 
  For you are my Love, my rock, my fortress, my very 
 life. 
Oh my Love, you are my solid refuge, 
 my shield, the herald of my sure embrace 
  in your strong arms! 
“Praise be life’s Love!”  I exclaim, 
 and I am suddenly secure from those  
  upholding false fear. 
 
The waves of death’s destruction surged around me 
 with brute force. 
The overwhelming fear of death’s clutching hold 
 entangled me.  
I was utterly beaten. 
I was deeply lost and stuck in my doubt. 
 
Finally in my desperation, I called to life’s Love. 
 Filled with heavy sadness, I cried to my Love. 
From life’s lofty summit and holy dwelling, 
 Love head my call! 
My cries streamed to Love’s attentive ear. 
 
Then, the entire earth reeled and rocked, 
    the foundations of the mountains 
  were shocked, while the ground 
  trembled and shook at the intense  
        passion of Love’s exasperation  
   with the depths of deceit. 
 
The images that emerged seared any 
 false sense of secure self-righteousness. 
Smoke rose from Love’s nostrils, 
 and a devouring fire from Love’s mouth, 
  that even ignited coals to flame. 
From the lowering heights 
 Love swooped down, trailing dark clouds. 
Love gathered up all the surrounding  
 darkness like a concealing cloak.

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LAMBS AMONG WOLVES:   
We are called and sent out into 
the world to bring the Good 

News of the Kingdom of God – the kingdom of peace, 
justice, and love which Christ instituted with his 
coming. 
Adults: Does the peace of Christ reign in my home 
and place of work?  Is there anything that I can do to 
bring it about? 
Children:  How do I try to bring peace and stop fights 
among my friends and classmates? 
A Family Perspective:  Families teach a sense of 
togetherness and community. It is in the family that we 
learn that we are dependent on one another and 
where we learn to work together and live together. In 
this Sunday's Gospel, Jesus sends out the 72 
disciples in pairs, a sign that we are to work together 
to serve the mission of the Kingdom of God.  Talk 
about all the ways that your family works together. 
Talk about the various chores and tasks that family 
members work on together to accomplish in order to 
keep the household running smoothly.  Read aloud 
Luke 10:1-12,17-20. Talk about why it was important 
that Jesus sent his disciples out in pairs. Discuss 
ways that your family can work more closely together 
to support one another and to make the household run 
more smoothly. Pray for the strength to overcome the 
temptation to be too individualistic and to recognize 
the need for working together as a family. 
 
RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of these 
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s 
Word this week. 
In the home:  Be a peacemaker at home this week.  
Try to show everyone that living in peace is possible. 
In the workplace or in school:  If anyone tries to bully 
you, ignore them and avoid a fight.  Remember that 
you have the power of Christ in your heart. 

 
MORE…SUMMER STRETCH, EXPAND YOUR 
FAITH:  Do something good for the Earth.  Plan family 
projects that will help the whole family appreciate and 
protect God’s creation.  It could be something as 
simple as planting a garden, using less water, walking 
or biking instead of hopping into the car, or expanding 
your efforts to recycle and reuse.  We believe the 
Earth is God’s creation, and we are called to protect 
the environment.
