INCLUSIVENESS

Women in the Roman Catholic Lectionary

In a landmark article in the May/June issue of Liturgy
Training Publication’s Liturgy 90, Sr. Ruth Fox, OSB,
presented a comprehensive study of women in the
Roman Catholic Lectionary. She found that the
mention of women’s leadership was inexplicably
removed from numerous lectionary texts. | list a few
of the more outstanding examples here. For a more
comprehensive study, refer to her complete article.

Women in the Hebrew Scriptures

It is significant to recognize that we never hear of the
two Hebrew midwives—Shiprah and Puah—who
were “saviors” of their people in Exodus, unless we
chance upon them by a closer reading of the
Scriptures. The Exodus 1:8-22 weekday Lectionary
reading (Monday of the fifteenth week of Ordinary
Time, year ) completely skips from verse 14 to verse
22, thereby eliminating the story of the midwives
brave, nonviolent resistance to the Pharoah’s order to
kill all male Hebrew children. Had they obeyed him,
Moses would never have been born. What wonderful
role models for following God and conscience rather
than the death dealing laws of the state. But our
daughters and sons will never hear about these
courageous women'’s story, because it is edited out of
our Lectionary readings.

Other Hebrew women leaders that we never hear
about are Huldah the prophetess whose story is
neatly excised from the middle of 2Kings 22:8-13;
23:11-3 (Wednesday, Twelfth Week of Ordinary
Time, year IlI). Another deletion is the story of the
mother of the Maccabee brothers (Thirty-second
Sunday in Ordinary Time). Although her valor is
called “most admirable and worthy of everlasting
remembrance” (2 Maccabees 7:20), the Sunday
readings stop short of the passage paying her tribute
for encouraging her sons’ bravery. Instead her story
only rates a weekday mention.

Ester and Judith are recognized only for
stereotypically “feminine” attributes and not for their
heroism and courage in saving the nation. Ester is
proclaimed only in a Lenten weekday reading, which
records her prayer for strength. No mention is made
of the bravery with which she saved her people.
Judith is praised for her asceticism and physical
beauty rather than for her initiative, determination and
the courage with which she liberated a nation.



ONE OF THOSE DAYS:
When we Dbelieve in
ourselves, we feel as if we
can do almost anything.
When we doubt ourselves, action becomes much
more difficult. Learning to trust is one way to
overcome doubt.
Adults: What is one thing | can do this week to
grow in confidence that God guides my life?
Children: What is one thing | can do this week to
help a friend grow in his or her self confidence?
A Family Perspective: As you gather as a family,
talk about the people and events that are
influencing members of your family. Acknowledge
that many of these people and events are positive
influences, helping us be better people and leading
us to a deeper relationship with God. Also
acknowledge, however, that there are negative
influences in our lives that risk pulling us away from
God. Observe that Jesus was a person who
allowed his relationship with God to be the most
important thing in his life. This led many people to
have faith in him as the Son of God. However, not
everyone could recognize this about Jesus.

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD: Use one of
these suggestions or one of your own to respond to
God’s word this week.

In the home: Go out of your way this week to build
up the confidence of other family members. Make
them feel that they can accomplish great things.

In the workplace: Try to get to know more about
those around you. What makes them special? Be
sure to praise them.

In the community: Learn more about someone in
the local news who has taken an unpopular stand.

Two versions of the Our Father can
be found in the Bible — one is from Matthew 6:9-13,
during Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount (the sermon
also includes the Beatitudes and Jesus’ version of
the Golden Rule). The other reference to the Our
Father is in the Gospel of Luke 11:2-4, when Jesus
instructs his followers on how to pray.

Since the time of St. Gregory the Great, about 600
A.D., Catholics have always recited or sung the
Our Father together at the beginning of the
Communion Rite, after the Eucharistic Prayer.
