LUNAR COMMUNION

| read the following article earlier this week and thought |
would share it with you:
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Forty years ago this week, the eyes of the world were
focused on the skies. On July 20, 1960, American
astronauts Neil Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin took their
historic first steps on the surface of the moon. Another
first took place just before the two astronauts climbed out
of the lunar module Eagle and set foot on the moon that
was kept quiet at the time by NASA: Communion was
celebrated on the moon.

Two Sundays before the launch of Apollo 11, Aldrin
participated in a private Communion service at his
Presbyterian church. During the service, a small piece of
the bread and a small chalice of wine were sealed in
plastic packets. The packets were safely stowed in
Aldrin’s personal preference kit. When the lunar module
touched down on the moon, Aldrin took out the
communion elements and set them out in front of the
guidance-system computer. He then radioed to
Houston:

“Houston, this is Eagle. This is the LM pilot speaking. |
would like to request a few moments of silence. | would
like to invite each person listening in, whomever or
wherever he may be, to contemplate for a moment the
events of the last few hours, and to give thanks in his
own individual way.” Next came the moment of
Communion. Aldrin writes in his autobiography: “I
opened the little plastic packages which contained the
bread and wine. | poured the wine into the chalice our
church had given me. In the one-sixth gravity of the
moon, the wine slowly curled and gracefully came up the
side of the cup. It was interesting for me to think: the
very first liquid poured on the moon, and the very first
food eaten there, were the communion elements. . .

“Just before | partook of the elements, | read the words
which | had chosen to indicate our trust that as man
probes into space, we are in fact acting in Christ. |
sensed especially strongly my unity with our church back
home, and with the Church everywhere. . . | gave thanks
for the intelligence and spirit that had brought two young
pilots to the Sea of Tranquility. | read: ‘I am the vine,
you are the branches. Whoever remain in me, and | in
him, will bear much fruit; for you can do nothing without
me.”

Seeing the Earth from the Moon was a Theophany and
Epiphany for each of us that week. We felt God’'s
presence in it all. Let us not miss God's ongoing
revelations to us in our daily lives.

INCLUSIVENESS
WOMEN IN THE ACTS OF THE APOSTLES

The readings for each of the Sundays of Easter focus on
the activities of Peter, Paul, Barnabas and Stephen. The
women leaders in Acts—Tabitha, Lydia and Prisca—are
featured only in the weekday readings of the Easter
season. In fact most Catholics are completely unaware
that there even were woman leaders in the early
churches. And no wonder since they are rarely if ever
mentioned on Sundays. Let me be clear, I'm not
suggesting that we not hear about the activities of the
men, but | do believe we do a severe injustice to the
Word of God—Scripture—by not including the significant
stories of women that the Scripture writers were inspired
by God to write about. We not only deserve to hear
them, we have a right and responsibility to be able to
listen to them. In the next several weeks | will conclude
my observations about God’s dramatic inclusiveness in
counter distinction to the secular society’s patriarchal
(male dominated) bias, by giving some suggestions to
remedy the problem.

SUGGESTIONS FOR LISTENING TO OUR INCLUSIVE
GOD IN JESUS CHRIST:

Be aware of historic andocentric (centered only on male
images) bias in both Hebrew and Christian texts and try
to alleviate it through inclusive proclamation and
preaching. Change references to “Abraham, Isaac and
Jacob” either by referring to our “ancestors in faith” (now
standard in New Revised Standard Version [NRSV]of the
Bible) or better by including Sarah, Rebecca and Rachel.
Whenever texts refer to “sons” we should demonstrate
God’s inclusiveness by proclaiming “daughters and
sons”.

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first reading sees a limited
amount of food for a large number of people. He cannot
grasp, as the disciples in the Gospel cannot grasp, that
with God a little can be abundance.

Adults: When have | seen only the limits of a situation
and later realized that | had failed to grasp what God can
do with meager resources?

Children: How does God help me live and grow each
day?

A Family Perspective: As you gather as a family, talk
together about the things that your family needs, starting
with the basics—food, shelter, safety, and so on.
Continue by naming other things that a family needs to
be happy and healthy—time together, cooperation,
patience, and so on. Observe that sometimes we can
feel like we don't have enough of the things that we need
or want. Talk about how Jesus provided plenty of food
for the crowd in today's Gospel with just five barley
loaves and two fish. We have faith that Jesus will also
take what we have and make it enough to satisfy and fill
all our needs.

RESPONDING TO GOD’'S WORD: Use one of these
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s word
this week.

In the home: If you are eating alone, sit for a moment
with your food. Begin to recognize all that nourishes you
in every way.

In the workplace: Consider doing something or saying
something that will truly sustain a colleague or a friend.

In the community: Pay attention to newspapers, TV, and
entertainment, and try to decipher the true and false
representations of what will sustain us and bring us
forward in life.

AN EXTRAORDINARY “YEAR FOR
PRIESTS”

Pope Benedict has declared an

extraordinary  “Year for  Priests”,

beginning with the Solemnity of the

Sacred Heart of Jesus, June 19, 2009,

and ending a year later on this same

universal feast. We are challenged to
root our lives in the priestly heart of Jesus and to
mediate his presence to others in the world.

Close to the Heart of God: The New Testament teaches
us how to read the prayers of the psalmist as
expressions of the heart of Jesus. Frequently prayed on
the lips of Jesus, the psalms articulate his trust in the
Father, his compassion for humanity, and his intense
suffering for our redemption. But the psalms also
express the joyful heart of Christ who knows that he will
not be left in the place of death. Through the centuries,
Christians have sought to learn from the heart of Jesus
in order to imitate his virtues. Christians have also
realized that God will mold their hearts when they stay
close to the heart of Jesus. The renewal of our hearts is
ultimately a gift that flows from the heart of Jesus. In his
hour of glory, the side of Jesus was pierced with a lance,
unleashing the saving water and redeeming blood that
flowed from his deepest core. From his eternally
wounded heart, life-giving graces would flow into the
hearts of all those who put their faith in him.

For reflection: In what ways did Jesus show us that
God’s love is infinite and universal? How could | use
these biblical truths to develop a spirituality of the heart?
