present the bread of life discourse from the 
Gospel of John.  These words are 
probably examples of the kinds of sermons 
preached in a Christian Church, at the end 
of the first century, that was engaged in a 
vigorous debate with the local synagogue 
about the importance of Jesus.  Today’s 
excerpt stresses that Jesus brings 
transforming nourishment to the hearts of 
those who believe.

INCLUSIVENESS 
 

SOME MORE SUGGESTIONS FOR  LISTENING 
TO OUR INCLUSIVE  GOD IN JESUS CHRIST: 

Holy Week is a particularly fruitful time to 
promote a gender-balanced proclamation of 
the Good News.  It is not difficult to notice the 
heroic fidelity of Jesus’ women disciples during 
this week.  Alternatively, when women do not 
see themselves included, our Holy Week 
celebrations may unwittingly become a source 
of women experiencing a sense of being 
disregarded. 
  

Liturgical leaders could reinstate the Palm 
Sunday account of the woman who anointed 
Jesus, finally keeping his prediction that all 
generations will tell the story “in memory of 
her.”   Many churches hold Tenebrae services 
in which women preside.  Others include a 
woman presider with the priest presider(s) at 
the Good Friday commemoration of the 
Passion.  And there is yet another Good Friday 
celebration featuring the many readings 
pertaining to the  women who followed Jesus.  
Hymns and brief reflections by selected 
women are interspersed with the Scripture 
readings.  I attended such an ecumenical 
celebration at another parish a few years ago.  
It was held at noon before the regular service 
and was an empowering experience for all the 
women and men who attended. 
  

Surely the Triduum celebrations, when Jesus’ 
women disciples stood so faithfully at his side 
from the cross to the tomb to his Resurrection, 
could constitute “special occasions” for 
prepared women to proclaim the Word and 
elaborate on its significance.  This gives 
gender balance and visibility to faithful women 
during this most solemn and joyous time of the 
Church year.  Needless to say, it would be 
wise to temper references to Jesus’ 
abandonment “by all”, without at the same time 
diminishing the depths of the cup he drank on 
our behalf. 
                                  ������������������   
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FOOD FOR THOUGHT: By eating and 
drinking Jesus’ Body and Blood we not only 
make a statement of faith, we also make a 
statement of commitment that we want to 
participate fully in the life of Christ.  Our lives 
should give witness to that belief. 
Adults:  What is one thing that I can do this 
week to make my life a living witness to the 
Body of Christ that I receive in the Eucharist? 
Children:  What can I do this week to open my 
heart more fully to Jesus when I receive him in 
the Eucharist? 
A Family Perspective:  As you gather as a 
family, talk about our hope that one day we will 
share eternal life with God in heaven. This 
hope can transform the way we live our daily 
lives, calling us to be people of hope and 
expectation. In today's Gospel, Jesus promises 
us this gift of eternal life in the Eucharist. 
Observe that Jesus taught us that those who 
listen to God know that Jesus has been sent 
by God for the life of the world. Jesus fulfills 
this promise to us through his passion, death, 
and Resurrection. He gives us the gift of 
himself in the Eucharist, which is his Body and 
Blood, given so that we may have eternal life.  
 
 
RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one 
of these suggestions or one of your own to 
respond to God’s word this week. 
 
In the home:  Look for ways to feed the 
hungers within your family and friends.  How 
can you provide bread for the hungry and drink 
for the thirsty? 
In the workplace:  In the Eucharist Jesus gives 
us the very best:  himself.  Make an effort to do 
your best work every chance you get. 
In the community:  Make a commitment to 
provide food and drink to a person in need, 
and do it with humility.

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AN EXTRAORDINARY 
“YEAR FOR PRIESTS” 
Pope Benedict has declared 
an extraordinary “Year for 
Priests”, beginning with the 
Solemnity of the Sacred

feast. We are challenged to 

root our lives in the priestly heart of Jesus and to 
mediate his presence to others in the world. 
 
God Set His Heart on You:  The call of Israel to 
love God (Deut 6:5) is rooted in God’s prior love for 
them, demonstrated in God’s redeeming history 
with his people.  “We love because he first loved 
us” though a New Testament phrase, expresses 
the fact that the love God asks of his people is 
itself God’s grace.  We are able to love because 
we have been loved first.  This love does not 
suggest so much an emotional response, but 
implies a faithful, loyal, and intimate relationship.   
 
This love for God must be wholehearted.  The 
wholeness and oneness of God must be met with a 
response from the whole, complete human person.  
“With all your heart” means to love with all your will, 
intention, and commitment.  “With all your soul” 
means to love with all your passions and desires.  
“With all your might” adds a superlative degree, 
indicating that loving God should be “over the top.” 
For reflection:  In what way does being loved first 
by God enable me then to love God and other 
people?  Why is it necessary to be loved before 
being able to love?
