In today’s passage
from John’s Gospel, Peter provides an
example of fidelity in the midst of
uncertainty.

Wednesday, August 5, 2009 .
5:30 a.m., We sailed into Ketchikan Harbor. The
ship is docked next to a seaplane airport. There
are about 20 pontoon planes in port in the water. |
am scheduled to go on a Ketchikan Tour 30 Misty
Fjords Seaplane exploration. I'm boarding an
authentic Fjords seaplane and will soar over the
nation’s second largest wilderness area and land
on a lake and at the saltwater fjords. The seaplane
has large windows for exceptional views. | am
trying to capture it all on film — taking in God's
dramatic beauty crafted over the centuries. Misty
Fjords National Park encompasses more than two
million acres. I'm viewing a thousand-foot
waterfall, a crystalline lake, lots of low-hanging mist
on our flight from Tongas National Park over
Revidlagedo Island to Misty Mountain Fjords — a
perfect landing in this water next to the Fjords gives
us a chance to stop on the plane’s pontoons where
you can taste the flavor of the local scenery there
and take pictures in the incredible silence of such a
remote place. We have to return to the Island
Princess before 2:00 p.m. — our departure time. |
forgot to thank God for the clear summer day we've
had and after yesterday’s fog, it was a great relief.

LAMB OF GOD

One of the phrases in the Mass that often jolts me out
of my complacency is the “Lamb of God,” because |
know that this Lamb is Jesus Christ himself.

No one has to tell you that. Perhaps you've sung or
recited the words at Mass a thousand times: “Lamb of
God, you take away the sin of the world, have mercy
on us.” Just as many times you've seen the priest
elevate the broken host and proclaim: “Behold the
Lamb of God! Behold him who takes away the sin of
the world! Happy are we to be called here to receive
him!” The Lamb is Jesus. This is not news; it's the
kind of fact we gloss over. Jesus is many things, after
all: he is Lord, God, Savior, Messiah, King, Priest,
Prophet...and Lamb.

Yet, if we were really thinking, we wouldn't gloss over
that last title. Look again at that list: Lord, God,
Savior, Messiah, King, Priest, Prophet—and Lamb.
This last title is not like the others. The first seven are
titles with which we could comfortably address a God-
Man. They're titles with dignity, implying wisdom,
power, and social status. But Lamb? Again, | ask
you to divest yourself of two thousand years of
accumulated symbolic meaning. Pretend for a
moment that you've never sung the “Lamb of God.”

The title, then, seems almost comical in its
inappropriateness. Lambs don’t usually rank high on
lists of most-admired animals. They're not
particularly strong, clever, quick, or handsome. Other
animals would seem more worthy. We can easily
imagine Jesus, for example, as the Lion of Judah
(Rev. 5:5). Lions are royal; they're strong and agile;
nobody messes with the king of beasts. But the Lion
of Judah makes only a cameo appearance in the
Book of Revelation. Meanwhile, the Lamb
dominates, appearing no less than twenty-eight times.
The Lamb rules from heaven's throne (Rev. 22:3). It
is the Lamb who leads any army of hundreds of
thousands of people and angels, striking fear in the
hearts of the wicked (Rev. 6:15-16). This last image,
of the fierce and frightening Lamb, is almost too
incongruous to imagine with a straight face. In the
next weeks | will explore with you this vital image and
title that is so important to our understanding of the
Book of Revelation and its relationship with our Mass.
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It is part of the human condition to avoid that which
we do not understand. When we hear opinions
that shake our beliefs, we usually criticize the
person who proposed them. Jesus did that with his
words on the bread of Life.

Adults: What part of Jesus’ message do | find hard
to live?

Children: How do | feel when a classmate doesn’t
understand my religion?

A Family Perspective: As you gather as a family,
talk about the promise that parents make at their
child's baptism to teach their child about Jesus and
the faith of the Church. Talk about the importance
of this promise to your family and about some of
the things that you are doing to try to honor this
commitment. In today's Gospel we hear Simon
Peter speak about what he has come to believe
about Jesus. Pray together that each person in
your family will grow in his or her faith that Jesus is
the one sent by God who alone has the words of
eternal life.

RESPONDING TO GOD'S WORD: Use one of
these suggestions or one of your own to respond to
God’s word this week.

In the home: Take some time to ask everyone in
your family how they feel about the Eucharist.

In the workplace: Ask your Christian friends if they
receive Holy Communion and what it means to
them.

In the community: Encourage people to read a
good book that deals with the Eucharist in a
Catholic context.

and service in the community at Assumption.

The creation of the Marks/Graziano Good Shepherd
Certification Scholarship Fund honors the love and
faithful service of Sr. Patricia Marks and Sr. Marie
Graziano to the young children of Assumption. Their
desire to help the young child come closer to God
through the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd led
them to recruit the assistance of other loving
members of the Assumption family-Father Martin,
JuliAnn Ferdenzi, Marianna Quagliano and Mary
Romance.
