Recalling last week’s reading from Joshua, it 
is important to realize that the people of Israel 
follow the Torah not to earn God’s favor, but 
rather out of gratitude to the God who has 
already favored them.  Similarly, we 
Christians try to follow the way of Jesus not to 
earn God’s favor, but out of gratitude for 
having already been favored through Christ.  

econd Reading –James 1: 17-18, 21-22, 27  
 Today’s second reading is from the Letter 

James, a short epistle not often proclaimed at 
our Sunday liturgies.  Written toward the end 
of the first century, it may be an updating of 
an earlier letter composed by James, the 
Jewish leader of the Church in Jerusalem.  
The writer claims that God’s Word should 
dwell in the hearts of believers, transforming 
their behaviors and actions from within.      

ospel – Mark 7: 1-8, 14-15, 21-23  
The importance of the Torah in the life of 

Jesus is evident in today’s Gospel passage.  
In Jesus’ time, there were a variety of ways 
in which the Torah was interpreted.  True to 
the Jewish tradition that God becomes 
present in the effort to understand and apply 
Torah teachings, Jesus engages in a debate 
with a certain type of Pharisee over how to 
properly live the Torah.  His approach 
resembles the thought of a rival Pharisaic 
tradition.

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FROM FATHER MARTIN. . . 
       A continuation of my Alaskan Travel Log.  

Thursday, August 6, 2009:  Today I 
took a helicopter ride exploring the 
Juneau Ice field, which covers 1,500 
square miles of land and stretches 

nearly 100 miles North to South and 45 miles East to 
West, which is a part of the Tongas National Forest.  
The trip lasted two hours.  We flew up and landed on 
the Gilkey Glacier and the Herbert Glacier.  You 
literally are on a river of ice that is 3,000 years old.  
The Juneau Glaciers are 100 feet thick. They flow a 
foot or two a day.  They grind everything up in their 
path.  They pulverize rocks and create Fjords.  Fjords 
are deep valleys that the glaciers create and after 
they have melted away, the ocean fills in the deep 
valley with water, creating these deep channels, on 
which ships sail. 
 

Friday, August 7, 2009:   Our Cruise ship traveled by 
night to our next stop – Skagway, Alaska.  This is 
where the gold rush began in Alaska back in 1898.  
This was Alaska’s largest town at the time with a 
population of 20,000 people.  Here I took the Glacier 
Point Wilderness Safari.  We traveled for an hour by 
catamaran to get there from Skagway.  We landed on 
a glacier beach and waded back into the wilderness 
to go by canoe to the base of the Davidson Glacier.  
We paddled for a longtime to get to our river of blue 
ice.  Yes, blue ice; it’s been frozen so hard that 
oxygen can’t penetrate it, so it looks dark blue. 
 

We climbed right up onto the river of ice.  We felt its 
cold and looked up at this impressive frozen waterfall.  
Then we canoed back to our base camp and walked 
through a marvelous rain forest to the boat waiting for 
us on the fjord.  We sailed back to Skagway for a 
shower and a good meal on our ship where the food 
was the best.  There were all kinds of restaurants, 
from high class Italian to Sabbatini’s pizza parlors and 
everything in between.

 LAMB OF GOD 

 
I propose that in order to understand the somewhat 
enigmatic Book of Revelation, we must look at it in 
relation to the Mass.  All the language of the Book 
is highly liturgical and deeply Sacramental.  For St. 
John the Evangelist, this matter of the Lamb is 
serious.  The titles “Lamb” and “Lamb of God” are 
applied to Jesus almost exclusively in the books of 
the New Testament that are attributed to John: the 
fourth Gospel and the Book of Revelation.  Though 
other New Testament books (see Acts 8:32-35; 
1Peter 1:19) say that Jesus is like a lamb in certain 
respects, only John dares to call Jesus “the Lamb” 
(see John 1:36 and throughout the Book of 
Revelation). 
  
We know that the Lamb is central to both the Mass 
and the Book of Revelation, and again I suggest 
the only way to truly and deeply understand both 
the Mass and the Book of Revelation, is to look at 
them from the perspective of each one.  We know 
“who” the Lamb is.  However, if we want to 
experience the Mass as Heaven on earth, we need 
to know more.  We need to know what the Lamb is, 
and why we call him “Lamb”.   To find out we have 
to go back in time, almost to the very beginning. 
  
To ancient Israel, the lamb was identified with 
sacrifice, and sacrifice is one of the most primal 
forms of worship.  As early as the second 
generation described in Genesis, we find, in the 
story of Cain and Abel, the first recorded example 
of a sacrificial offering.  “Cain brought to the Lord 
and offering of the fruit of the ground, and Abel 
brought of the firstlings of his flock and of their fat 
portions” (Gen 4:3-4).  In due time, we encounter 
similar burnt offerings from Noah and his wife (Gen 
8:20-21), Abraham and Sarah (Gen 15:8-10; 
22:13), Jacob and his wives Leah and Rachel (Gen 
46:1), and others.  In Genesis, the patriarchs were 
forever building altars, and altars served primarily 
as places of sacrifice. In addition to burnt offerings 
the ancients sometimes poured “libations,” or 
sacrificial offerings of wine.

exclusively deals with the externals of religious 
practice and rarely gives a glimpse of the inner 
realities of faith.  In this environment, believers 
need a clear understanding of faith and its practice. 
Adults:  Can I name a time when the deep 
convictions of faith led me to make a decision or 
take action in a way that may have surprised or 
puzzled others? 
Children:  Because I believe in Jesus and the 
power of the Holy Spirit, what good things does 
God want me to do for others? 
A Family Perspective:  As you gather as a family, 
list some of your most important family rules. 
Together, try to write a single, positive statement 
that captures the essential value behind your family 
rules. In today's Gospel, we hear Jesus criticize the 
Pharisees for making their rules about ritual purity 
equal to the commandments of God's Law. Read 
today's Gospel, Mark 7:1-8, 14-15,21-23. When we 
remember the essential element behind our rules, 
we see that our rules help us be the good people 
that Jesus wants us to be.
