A continuation of my Alaskan Travel Log.

‘ Saturday, August 8, 2009:  Now
N7 we come to the fifth day of our

voyage — Glacier Bay. We visited
about twenty frozen rivers of ice in this Bay, one
more spectacular than the other. They are towers
of ice in one rising to fifteen thousand feet. Twelve
of the glaciers are tidal glaciers. They empty out
into the sea. The rest are mountain glaciers.
These mountains range 3.3 million square miles
get about 100 feet of snow a year. It's so cold here
that very little melts. The snow packs down and
after a million years or so you get a glacier, which
gets so heavy that it cuts valleys in the rock
mountains so | can come up and visit them from
Jersey and enjoy our last true wilderness. We saw
some eagles and bears along the shore in their
natural habitat.

Sunday, August 9, 2009: We are on the last leg
of our voyage. We have left the cooler water of the
inner coastal route and traveled out in to the broad
expanses of the Pacific Ocean. We are heading
from College Fjord, named that by an lvy League
early explorer. “Pacific’ means peaceful and that's
the way it feels on this last leg of our journey. The
weather is sunny and warmer now that we have left
glacier country. The breeze is gentle, the sky is
blue, and the horizon is forever.

Epilogue: Now that I'm home for a few weeks, |
find that the visions of nature and the wilderness
live on. | can still feel the closeness to God in
nature. That is where | first found God as a young

lad. It was good to return to my beginnings.

LAMB OF GOD

Of the sacrifices in Genesis, two deserve our most
careful attention: that of Melchizedek (Gen 14:18-
20) and that of Abraham and his wife Sarah and
Isaac, with his wife Rebekah in Genesis 22.

Melchizedek appears as the first priest mentioned
in the Bible, and many Christians (following the
Letter to the Hebrews 7:1-17) have seen him as a
foreshadowing of Jesus the Christ as the ultimate
and only Priest. Melchizedek was both priest and
king, an odd combination in the Old Testament, but
one that would later be applied to Jesus. Genesis
describes Melchizedek as king of Salem, a land
that would later become “Jeru-salem,” meaning
“City of Peace” (see Ps76:2). Jesus would arise
one day as king of the heavenly Jerusalem and,
again like Melchizedek, “Prince of Peace.” Finally
Melchizedek’s sacrifice was extraordinary in that it
involved no animals. He offered bread and wine,
just as Jesus would at the Last Supper, when he
instituted the Eucharist. Melchizedek’s sacrifice
ended with a blessing upon Abraham.

Abraham himself would revisit the site of Salem,
some years later, when God called upon him to
make an ultimate sacrifice. In Genesis 22 God
tells Abraham and Sarah: “Take you son, your only
son Isaac, whom you love, and go to the land of
Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt offering
upon one of the mountains” (v.2). Israelite
tradition, recorded in the 2 Chronicles 3:1, identifies
Moriah with the future Temple site in Jerusalem.
There Abraham traveled with Isaac, who carried
upon his back the wood for the sacrifice (Gen
22:6). When lIsaac asked where was the victim,
Abraham replied, “God will provide himself the
lamb for a burnt offering, my son” (v.8). In the end,
the angel of God did stay Abraham’s hand from
sacrificing his son and provided a ram to be
sacrificed. How intimately these revealed stories
tie this long ago event with Jesus and what he, in
each Mass, continues to do for us today: to be our
Lamb of God.



HEARING AND LISTENING: It is very interesting
to note that the good news of universal Salvation is
proclaimed, in effect, by a man who could not hear
or speak. Through the deaf man God reveals the
clear message that all people can find restoration,
hope, and wholeness in Jesus.

Adults: As | listen to today’s Gospel, what thought
patterns or prejudices cry out within me to be
opened by the touch of Jesus?

Children: What does it mean when we say that
“actions speak louder than words”?

A Family Perspective: As you gather as a family,
recall a time when a family member was ill. What
steps were taken to help restore this family
member to health? Talk about what it feels like to
care for a person who is ill, and about how it feels
to be the sick person being cared for. In today's
Gospel, we hear about a time when Jesus healed a
man who was deaf. Notice how the man who was
cured and his friends could not honor Jesus'
request to keep quiet about Jesus' power to heal.
We continue to celebrate Jesus' healing presence
in our lives by giving thanks to God for the gift of
healing and health.

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD: Use one of
these suggestions or one of your own to respond to
God’s word this week.

In the home: Try to spend one evening together
with no external noise: radio, television, computer,
video games, and so on. Discover how each family
member reacts to the silence.

In the workplace: Find a space of solitude in your
busy day by taking a walk, sitting alone outdoors,
or visiting a chapel or church.

In the community: Consider learning more about
Centering Prayer — a prayer of silence - by calling
Jane Bardes at 973-401-0670.

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3 WAYS TO HELP KIDS DEAL WITH BACK-TO-
SCHOOL JITTERS:

1. FOCUS ON THE POSITIVE: If your child is
nervous about starting a new grade level, new sport
or after-school activity, help guide his thoughts to the
positive aspects of the experience. Is there a friend
he knows who will be there on the first day? Will he
be studying a subject he really enjoys — that is,
science, music, reading? Is the coach someone

inspiring?
2. THINK OUTWARD: Kids love to be “in the
know.” Help your child to recognize ways in which

she can help other kids at school who might need
some guidance or encouragement. Will there be
younger children who don’t know their way around?
Is there an opportunity to help as a hall monitor or on
the school bus?

3. PRAY TOGETHER: Traditional Catholic
prayers are wonderful, but sometimes kids could use
a little guided encouragement to learn how to talk to
God about their anxieties and fears. Spend some
time at bedtime talking to God with your child and
asking God for guidance and care. Something as
simple as “God, please be with me tomorrow as |
meet new friends” can help calm nerves.

AN EXTRAORDINARY “YEAR FOR
PRIESTS”
Pope Benedict has declared an
extraordinary “Year for Priests”,
beginning with the Solemnity of the
Sacred Heart of Jesus, June 19,
: 2009, and ending a year later on this
same universal feast. We are challenged to root our
lives in the priestly heart of Jesus and to mediate his
presence to others in the world.

From Heart of Stone to Heart of Flesh: God'’s action
on behalf of his people is described as a heart
transplant: “l will remove from your body the heart of
stone and give you a heart of flesh” (Ezek 11:19;
36:26). This dramatic spiritual transformation occurs
through the inconceivable skill of the divine surgeon.
The hardened, stony heart, now totally ineffective
because of a chronically unhealthy lifestyle, is
replaced by a pliable, healthy heart, capable of
beating to the rhythms of God’s heartbeat. This
“heart of flesh” is responsive to God’s will and open to
the love of God and neighbor. The desire to do God’s
will can only be sustained when the “new spirit” also
pulses through God’s people.

For reflection: What would be the diagnosis if the
divine physician were to examine my heart today?
What does the image of the heart transplant tell me
about what God wants for his people?

A MESSAGE ON MARRIAGE FROM THE CATHOLIC
BISHOPS OF NEW JERSEY

In the face of the attempts to establish same sex
“marriage”, the Catholic Bishops of New Jersey have
issued a comprehensive message, “The Call to Marriage
is Woven Deeply into the Human Spirit.” The Bishops’
message calls upon all Catholics to:

Protect and promote marriage.

Hold firm to Church’s teaching on marriage and
the complementarity of the sexes.

Support all family members, including those who
choose to remain single.

Help those entering marriage to prepare for the
challenges, sacrifices and joys to come.

Reach out with the special compassion of Christ
to those married couples and families
experiencing difficulties, anxiety, and illness.

The Bishops emphasize that the Church has always and
everywhere taught that marriage is the union of one man
and one woman as husband and wife. This great truth
about marriage is not some obscure doctrinal fine point
but a fact of human nature, recognized from time
immemorial by people of virtually every faith and culture.
The Church teaches that man and woman are equal.
However, man and woman are different from each other
but created for each other. This complementarity,
including sexual difference, draws men and women
together in mutually loving union that always should be
open to the procreation of children.

The Church asks Catholics to become involved in how
government treats marriage because civil authorities are
charged with protecting children and the common good,
and marriage is indispensable to both purposes. The
Bishops also note that Catholics have the right and
responsibility to oppose laws and policies that unjustly
target people as bigots or that subject people to charges
of unlawful discrimination simply because they believe
and teach that marriage is the union of man and a
woman. The stable, life-long loving relationship of a
mother and father, found only in marriage, provides the
ideal conditions for raising and socializing children. All
available empirical evidence indicates that marriages
with a mother and father are the gold standard for
insuring optimal outcomes in a child’s development.

The Bishops recognize that some children are raised in
situations other than the traditional two-parent family and
that responsible loving single parents, and other family
members make important and valuable contributions to
the welfare of these children. But supporting single-
parent families, as a just and compassionate society
must do, is far different than deliberately creating
motherless and fatherless families and holding them out
to be the same as marriages. (More next
