SPIRITUALITY

_ The integration of our journey to God with
our arrival Is essential. The image that comes to my mind
here is that of an early-morning jogger. If | get up in the
morning to jog in order to keep physically fit, but don’t really
love to run, don't really love the sometimes ecstatic rhythm
and feeling of movement with the universe, then my exercise
is out of harmony with my living. Then if on top of this
disharmony the rest of my day is crammed with strain and
activity which is harmful to my health, | am pushing physical
fitness into a separate compartment of my life and not really
carrying the natural rhythm of running throughout my entire
day.

I like this image of jogging because it relates so directly to
the body, which is where | believe a wholesome Spirituality,
begins. Unless | am comfortable with my own body and love
it, striving for wholeness or union with God (which is what
Spirituality is all about) easily becomes an escape from the
body and unnatural splitting of body and spirit. If | can only
become Spiritual, then that “dirty” old body will somehow go
away! Wrong! If | can become comfortable and accepting
of my body, then my Spiritual life can begin in earnest.

The puritanical rejection of the body is far from the true
Christ-like attitude we are invited to embrace from Scripture
and the prompting of the Holy Spirit. Jesus, the Son of God,
becomes human, redeems us in and through his body, rises
from the tomb and appears in a glorified body only to see
some of his followers striving to become “spiritual” by
rejecting the bodily dimension of their lives! | am a whole
person, and until | love my body as much as my soul, | will
not be a truly complete human being.

TOP FIVE MYTHS
ABOUT VOLUNTEERING AT CHURCH
Think of a ministry at our church. One you really value or
appreciate. Now name all the people who volunteer to
make that ministry happen. If your own name didn’t
appear on that list, think about the reasons why.

Myth #1: “I'm not good at anything.” When we think of
volunteering at church, we often thing of the ‘showy’
ministries like singing in the choir or reading at Mass. But
it doesn’t take a Julliard graduate to be an extraordinary
minister of Holy Communion, and there are plenty of
poeple who are really good at being married Catholics
who never think to volunteer for the Pre-Cana, marriage
preparation program. If reality television has taught us
anything, it's that America’s got talent. Take the basket
off your light, and let it shine.

Myth #2: “They don't need my help.” Our amazingly
efficient staff plus a large number of dedicated volunteers
are our greatest asset, and our greatest threat. New
volunteers don't come forward because it seems as
though they're not needed — and sometimes it's hard to
feel welcome. But slowly, quietly, volunteers burn out. Do
yourself (and your fellow parishioners) a favor and get
involved even when it seems like we could do it without
you.

Myth #3: “l don’t have time.” Saying we don’t have time
to do something simply means that it's not important to
us. And there are lots of people who make time to teach
religious education classes every year. Even if there
aren’t enough hours in the day, there is time to cook a
meal for the Soup Kitchen once a month; or to facilitate
Service of the Word for Children once a month.

Myth #4: “l gave at the collection basket.” We are
exceedingly grateful for financial offerings — especially in
economic times like these. But churches aren’t built on
money alone, they're built on people. The three “T"s, as
the saying goes, are time, talent and treasure. Putting an
envelope in the collection on Sunday is a good start, but if
money were all anyone gave, we'd gather each week in
our beautiful building with a roomful of strangers. We
need to warm up those other two “T"s.

Myth #5: “I'm too (insert excuse here) to volunteer.”
Volunteers aren't expected to be perfect. There’s no
requirement to be the strongest, the smartest, the best
looking, the most holy, or the most “worthy” (whatever that
means). As Jesus said when He called His disciples, “I
did not come to call the righteous but sinners” (Mt 9:13).
That's all of us. And if that were qualification enough to
be an apostle, it's probably more than enough to serve
coffee and donuts on Sunday mornings.

So take a look at the list of ministries listed in this bulletin
and call the ministry head. You'll be glad you did and our
parish will be glad you did.
